a. Major only- / Certification for major only- 
Person can be recommended for endorsement of major only. If they fail a minor area MTTC test twice. It is the universities responsibility to organize the procedure for recommending students for certification without a minor
b. Legislation – Senate bill proposed. An advisory committee for administrative rule changes and new rules. Bill has been taken off the legislative agenda
c. National Certification- No need for additional legislation, there is a national board for national certification

d. State Budget- Difficult time for state, facing deficit again. More information will be forthcoming
