Organization Report

1. TEAC—(S. Stegink) The new reporter for TEAC is Steve Stegink. Steve reminded DARTEP that TEAC is the abbreviation for, Teacher Examination Advisory Committee. TEAC is mandated by Michigan law for the purpose of recommending criteria and guidelines for the development, selection, use and administration of the basic skills test, the elementary education test, and the subject area tests in the Michigan tests for teacher certification legislation.  TEAC is pronounced "teak" and should not be confused with TEAC, the Teacher Education Accreditation Council, which is a new organization that is an accreditation option to NCATE and to the MDE.   At this time there are no items for information or action from TEAC.
2. STAC—(S. Stegink) The new reporter for this item is Steve Stegink. Steve reminded DARTEP members that STAC is the abbreviation for, Standing Technical Advisory Council.  STAC is mandated by Michigan law for the purpose of providing experts in measurement and assessment to advise the State Board of Education and the Teacher Examination Advisory Committee on the validity, reliability, and other technical standards of the examinations related to Michigan's legislated tests for teacher certification. MDE Update—NCLB (F. Jenkins)

1. 93% of teachers are highly qualified in state of Michigan.

2. Continue to work with some rural districts to ensure they will meet “highly qualified” standards.
3. Higher Ed. Act-there will be some changes when Act is reauthorized later this year.

4. Bills Update—(F. Jenkins)

· SB 326—Professional Development/Student Teaching to focus on continued/increased training of staff for students with special needs.

· SB 327—Increase reading requirements from 6 to 9 credits at the elementary level; and from 3 to 6 credits at the secondary level.

· HB 4537—Require reading instruction at each grade level with specific requirements.  MDE is doing an analysis of HB 4537.
5.Rostering Process-continued problems in moving to an all electronic transfer of data to the state.  MDE is continuing to identify and resolve problems with this process.
