Larry distributed a copy of the Treasurer’s report that indicated a 1/27/06 balance of $2037.98.  Larry mentioned that DARTEP was covering the cost of today’s meeting refreshments and lunch.  Report approved.  
Organizational Reports:

TEAC & STAC (Steve Stegink) - no information, no action necessary.
Periodic Review Council (Sue Wittick) Reconstituting the Council; have prepared documents for State Board review. It is making a difference in the preparation of teachers to have MDE working with the Board.
MACTE (Dave Hamilton)
· Working on the teacher institutions report card and with Supt. Flanagan tin finishing the high school design. The K-12 criteria impacts Professional Dev as it increases new re4alities across MI
· Many folks unhappy with article published in Education Weekly pertaining to teacher quality in MI—leading to Chairperson Palmer, of the House Educ. Committee introducing legislation to look, in depth, at teacher preparation in the Sate. Title II performance review of TE Institutions—citing low performing institutions which are nationally a short list. Dave urged DARTEP to keep ears open about teacher preparation and reporting out what we do. 
AICUM (Donna Fiebelkorn) requested a caucus of AICUM members during lunch time. Nothing to report.
Professional Standard’s: (Dave Hamilton) MACTE has been asked to draft, redraft the report card.  The State Board is using its influence to make changes to the committee as it is looking to expand the committee from 15 to 25 members and is putting more energy into who sits on the committee and what become the agenda items.  Because of renewed interest of the quality of teachers the Board didn’t understand that the standards were carefully crafted---working with and talking to the Board to help them to understand the value of the standards and those of NCATE.

Dean’s Council (Bonnie Beyer) No report, as meeting was postponed until March.

Certification Officers:
1. Use of technology for graduation submitting and major minor gpa ‘s needing to be computed by hand.

2.Exit survey still an issue

3. Graduating with certification; completing student teaching at non-home institution.

4. Due to newly enacted “School Safety” legislation , requiring finger printing, student’s incurring an additional cost, (some institutions have private vendors that provide the service at a discount),  and some school district are beginning to require a criminal background check before confirm a placement in the district for student teaching. 
Student Teaching Directors/Coordinators:  
1.  Placements in Detroit and the Detroit-area districts are requiring the finger     printing. 
2. flagging students no possessing dispositions for teaching and interpreting negative behavior.
3. Liability insurance coverage for students during field experiences through MEA $27

Department Heads:
1. Review of Elementary standards – and having some of the restriction lifted.

2. 2. General impressions of the Board about Teacher Education Institutions.

3. Is there enough oversight of Out-of-state certifications? Possibly additional preparation should be required to out-of staters and perhaps their credentials should be reviewed by TE Instit. vs. MDE ( suggestions didn’t receive a favorable reaction from members present) .

4. Rochester College approval as a TE Institution—the thinking of the Board on teacher preparation

5. Reciprocity—doesn’t mean guaranteed certification. Given the time and nearness to lunch Larry suggest that this become a future agenda topic.
