Specialty Preparation Standards and Endorsement Changes

· Standards development continues for Guidance and Counseling programs. Note that the name of this endorsement will likely be changed to School Counselor in order to match legislation and the Revised “Administrative Rules for School Counselors.”  http://www.michigan.gov/documents/2005-086_ED_-_School_counselor_rules_FINAL_167005_7.doc   (Steve)
· Work is moving forward on developing the standards for teaching Modern Standard Arabic as a World Language.  MDE has also had significant interest from three institutions for offering preparation programs for teachers of Chinese Language and Culture.  EMU has recently received approval to offer experimental programs in Chinese Language and Culture and in Modern Standard Arabic Language and Arabic Culture.  

· A new endorsement for previously-certified teachers to prepare for teaching in an online environment has been proposed.  Sue will be assembling a committee to draft standards/requirements yet this fall.

· As a result of the new High School Merit Curriculum (see http://www.michigan.gov/mde/0,1607,7-140-38924---,00.html ), we will consider again developing an endorsement in theatre.  Anyone interested in serving on a standards development committee should contact Bonnie.

· Following approval of the elementary program standards, we will initiate discussion of an additional endorsement(s) in the arts for previously-certified elementary teachers. (Bonnie)
Initial and Periodic Specialty Program Approval (Bonnie Rockafellow, Steve Stegink, Sue Wittick)
· The number of specialty programs still have pending approval from the 2000-2005 Periodic Review Cycle continues to decrease! We appreciate the dedication of content specialists who have reviewed the programs and the cooperation from institutions to address the outstanding concerns.
· All World Language, Bilingual and ESL programs must submit their documentation for review against new standards.  The submission deadline is TODAY: December 1, 2006.  Each institution must provide at least one reviewer for each program that it submits.  The review conference will take place in Lansing on February 12, 2007.  (Bonnie)
· A teacher cadet teacher preparation workshop previously scheduled for October 23rd was postponed.  Please let Sue know  I m m e d I a t e l y  if your institution would like to be included in the curriculum design process so that you can share in the implementation of the teacher cadet online coursework.  Institutions currently involved are WSU, WMU, and UM-Flint. (Sue)

· The Superintendent of Public Instruction’s Teacher Preparation Policy Study Group continues to meet monthly to formulate recommendations related to Periodic Review and other aspects of teacher preparation.  Your Dean will receive an invitation to attend a stakeholders meeting to be scheduled for February or March 2007.

Bias Review Committee members and Content Advisory Committee members have been identified and invited.

· Consideration continues to be given to developing new objectives for the MTTC Basic Skills Math test, especially for alignment with the new high school graduation requirements.
· All education personnel are reminded that MTTC test scores may not be used to rank or group teacher candidates or inservice teachers.   Our office receives occasional calls from individuals who ask for their scores so that the scores may used during teacher employment interviews.

· MDE and DLEG staff are continuing to review applications for vocational programs.
NCATE State Partnership Agreement (Sue Wittick)
· A new Michigan/NCATE state partnership agreement was approved by the NCATE State Partnership Board in October.  It will go into effect January 2007 and remain in effect through the year 2013. · A small committee of volunteers is exploring the needs for NCATE SPAs (particularly NCSS) to understand and recognize Michigan certification and standards.  They recently sent a short survey to Michigan’s NCATE accredited institutions and will share the results as soon as they have been tabulated.
DATA survey for Title II Performance Score Reporting (Catherine Smith)
· On June 13, 2006, the State Board of Education approved criteria for identifying teacher preparation performance scores in response to the requirements of the higher Education Act

· Effective fall, 2006, all Michigan teacher preparation institutions are required to participate in two surveys:

· A survey of students completing student teaching during the 2006-2007 academic year
· A survey of supervisors of those student teachers.

· For both surveys, institutional scores will depend upon reported efficacy/readiness of new teachers and upon the response rate the institution achieves in this reporting.

· All institutions are asked to provide Dana Utterback with name and contact information for the person who will receive information for viewing the survey questions and for facilitating intuitional participation in both surveys for the 2006-2007 academic year.
· Information on accessing surveys has already been distributed by Dana; contact her if you need access directions.

· Institutions will be sent instructions for creating factor scores from the 2005-2006 student teacher surveys.  The constructed factor scores will be submitted to MDE, vetted by the MACTE research committee, and then MDE will create the overall score and assign points.

· Instructions for submitting added information will be sent during late December 2006.
