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Elementary Certificate Program Standards
The Elementary Certificate Program Standards were approved by the State Board of Education (SBE) January 8, 2008.  Information regarding the certificate application, certificate matrix, technical assistance, and timeline for implementation is available at:

February 12, 2011: The Elementary Certificate Program review will take place at Erickson Hall on the Campus of Michigan State University.  Additional information will be available in future communications. 

Institutions that completed the early adopters review in February 2010 need to respond to any areas of concern identified by the review team as soon as possible.  In order to ensure the review of response documents will occur in a timely fashion, our office encourages early adopter institutions to complete a response to reviewers prior to November 1, 2010. 

Institutions in need of having their program(s) reviewed use the following timeline:

June 1, 2010 - Institutions email Claudia Nicol at nicolc@michigan.gov with the following: 

1. The names of 7-10 reviewers from your institution.  These reviewers must either have attended a reviewer training meeting, acted as an observer during the 2010 review conference, or be trained by representatives from your institution who attended the Michigan Department of Education (MDE) training or served as a reviewer.  It is the responsibility of the institution to ensure that all reviewers are appropriately trained and supported prior to December 1, 2010.  Contact information for each reviewer needs to be on file with MDE as soon as possible.

2. In an effort to ensure that the appropriate number of reviewers are available, MDE is asking all institutions to submit the number of applications they are planning on submitting for February 2011 review.  Please provide information concerning the following:


-How many separate applications are you submitting?

-Details of each application (Option 1, Option 2, Graduate, Undergraduate, Post Bac, etc.).  If the graduate program is the same as the undergraduate program for either option, the institution does not need to submit a separate application.  However, please note in the program summary that both programs use the same route to certification and the application is being used for both programs.
November 1, 2010 - All application materials must be submitted to the MDE 

December 1, 2010 - Invoices must be paid in order for program to receive review priority during the February 11, 2011 review conference.
Mid December 2010 - Reviewers will receive application materials and have until January 25, 2011 to complete the reviewer comment form and prepare notes for the review conference.

February 11, 2011 - The review conference will be held in Erickson Hall at Michigan State University. All reviewers are required to attend the conference.  The MDE is still working out options for individuals representing institutions from the Upper Peninsula to attend via teleconference. 

Late March 2011 - MDE will send draft reviewer recommendation forms back to the institution. 

A new elementary education MTTC composed of two parts will be used for testing 
October 2013.

Implementation of approved elementary certificate programs:

Because institutions will likely be approved to offer proposed elementary certification programs at various times after February 2010, the MDE’s online published timeline for implementation does not include an explicitly stated deadline for admitting elementary teacher candidates to "old" elementary programs.  Considering that the current elementary education Michigan Test for Teacher Certification (MTTC) test #083 will no longer be offered after July 2013, institutions may want to begin advising elementary candidates and applicants they will need to plan to complete the current elementary education program's academic coursework during 2012.  Based on an institution's knowledge of the typical time taken by elementary candidates to complete the academic coursework related to the MTTC #083, the institution should produce its own deadline for admitting candidates to the institution's "old" elementary education program.  Institutions may find it useful now to begin publishing that the institution and the MDE are in a transition period of implementing new SBE standards for elementary certification.  Current and new elementary education candidates should be advised to anticipate that current published courses are subject to change during the transition period and that a new test will replace the current test for October 2013 administration.
Discontinuing/Suspending Approved Programs or Closing a Teacher Preparation Unit
As teacher preparation institutions consider resource allocation, they may decide to close previously-approved specialty area programs for teacher preparation or they may decide to cease teacher preparation totally.  When a teacher preparation institution makes the decision to discontinue (or suspend) a specialty program or to close the teacher preparation unit, the MDE must be notified.  Such notification must come from the teacher preparation unit head.  The notification is sent to the Office of Professional Preparation Services (OPPS), to the supervisor of the Professional Preparation and Development Unit (PPDU).

The following details must be communicated formally, in writing, on college/university letterhead to OPPS:
· State the intention of the college/university, e.g., discontinue mathematics teacher preparation or discontinue teacher preparation totally at the institution.
· State the date on which admission will be closed to the specialty program or to teacher preparation in total.
· State the time line and mechanism by which the college/university will ensure that:
· All candidates currently in the relevant preparation program will be eligible for recommendation or be counseled to withdraw from teacher preparation within four years of date on which teacher preparation program admission ended.  
· All candidates are being notified and have signed off during advising that they acknowledge the final date for recommendation. 
· State that the college/university will ensure that all eligible candidates will be recommended within four years of the date on which teacher preparation program admission ended, after which time the college/university agrees it will no longer recommend program candidates to the MDE. 
· State that, by the close of the semester in which program admission ended, the college/university will send the PPDU supervisor the prospective final list of eligible candidates who will be recommended on or before the agreed final date.
· State that the college/university acknowledges that future interest in preparing teachers will require the college/university to follow procedures for initial approval of specialty programs (or for approval as a new teacher preparation unit, including convening a Committee of Scholars and identification of a mentor institution, if the entire unit is to be closed). 
Once such a letter is received by OPPS, staff will:

· As appropriate, indicate in lists of preparation institutions that the college/university is not accepting new candidates. 

· As appropriate, remove college/university faculty from participation with specialty advisory groups preparing standards or involved in certification test development committees. 
· As appropriate, maintain college/university in the SBE performance formula until the date that teacher preparation officially ends.
· As appropriate, remove college/university or specialty program from other official documents, including teacher certification registration bulletin and materials.
If the teacher preparation unit is being discontinued before September 2013, the institution need not seek national accreditation in teacher preparation. 
Professional Standards for Michigan Teachers

During the review of Elementary Certificate programs, reviewers will also verify that institutions are addressing the Professional Standards for Michigan Teachers (PSMT) sufficiently to prepare candidates to meet the levels of performance approved by the SBE.

Piloting of new survey questions corresponding to the PSMT is ongoing.  A new survey for student teacher candidates is expected for fall 2010.

Social Studies
The revised standards for the preparation of teachers of social studies (RX), economics (CA), geography (CB), history (CC), and political science (CD) were approved by the SBE June 9, 2009.  The technical assistance meeting was held in October.  Teacher preparation institutions wishing to offer or continue to offer the above mentioned endorsements must submit documentation to the OPPS by November 1, 2010.  The application can be found at:

The Social Studies review for 2011 is quickly approaching.  Please see the information outlined below discussing reviewer training, the application process, and the review process.  Should you have any questions, please contact Mr. Thomn Bell directly via email bellt1@michigan.gov or 517/241-0172. 

Training of Reviewers
-The reviewer training will be held during September and October 2010. There are two parts to the social studies reviewer training:

-All reviewers are required to complete an online video training.  This video will be available sometime in September 2010.

-All reviewers will have the option to participate in a content specific conference call sometime during late October to discuss any concerns, questions, or issues with the review process.
Application Process:

-All institutions are required to submit applications for the spring 2011 review by no later than November 1, 2010 and the invoice paid by December 1, 2010. 

-Institutions are required to submit applications for all existing and new social studies programs (Social Studies (Elementary), Social Studies (Secondary), History, Geography, Economics, and Political Science) for review against the new standards. 

-Each endorsement program application must identify a minimum of two reviewers who will represent the institution during the review process. Please note institutions must identify two different reviewers for each endorsement program application submitted.  For example, if an institution submits an application for RX Secondary, RX Elementary, CC, and CB they must submit two different names for each application (8 total names representing the institution).

-It is up to each institution to ensure that reviewers have completed the reviewer training and are able to participate fully in the review process.  Reviewers not supported by the institution or not able to complete a review due to lack of participation in reviewer training might result in a delay of review for the institution’s program applications.

Review Process:
-Application materials will be sent to reviewers in the middle of December 2010.
-Each program application will be reviewed by at least two individuals from peer institutions. 

-Reviewers will complete their own personal review and complete reviewer comment form by February 1, 2011. 

-Review teams will have from February 1, 2011 to March 1, 2011 to meet (on their own schedule) to complete the reviewer comments and recommendation forms.

-The completed reviewer comments and recommendation forms must be submitted to Mr. Thomn Bell via email at bellt1@mi.gov by the close of business on March 4, 2011. 

-The MDE will forward draft reviewer recommendations during the first week of April 2011. 

Educational Technology Standards


No new candidates may be admitted to an Educational Technology (NP) endorsement program under old standards and guidelines starting January 2012. Institutions not choosing to apply for a review against new standards and requirements may no longer accept candidates into the program after this date. 

Please note the MDE reviews programs twice a year, once in the Fall and once in the Spring. 

To ensure program review in the fall a program must be submitted to the MDE by June 1 and invoice paid by July 1.  To ensure program review in the spring the program application must be submitted to the MDE by November 1 and invoice paid by December 1.   

Industrial Technology and Technology and Design Standard Development

The referent committee has been drafting revised standards integrating the Industrial Technology (IX) and Technology and Design (TX) endorsement areas into one common endorsement.  The committee will meet again to finalize a draft at the end of April and a larger meeting will occur with knowledge experts sometime during the summer or early fall. 
School Counselor Standards

The draft School Counselor Standards were presented to the SBE February 9, 2010.  Field review of these standards is currently in process and is available for comment till May 3, 2010 at:

The field responses will be analyzed in May 2010, the draft standards adjusted and submitted for SBE approval at the June 15, 2010 meeting.
Anishanabemowin Language and Culture (FN)

A group of language experts and native speakers of Anishanabemowin and related dialects have been meeting over the past three years to develop standards for the preparation of teachers.  A presentation of the draft standards are scheduled for the SBE June 15, 2010 meeting.  Field review of the draft standards will occur following the initial SBE presentation. 

American Sign Language used as a world language 

Draft standards for the preparation of teachers of American Sign Language (ASL) as a world language have been developed using the world language standards framework, presented to the SBE in February and completed field review April 5, 2010.  The field responses will be analyzed, the draft standards adjusted and submitted for SBE approval at the June 15, 2010 meeting.

PA 32 Reading requirement for Advancing to the Professional Certificates

Public Act (PA) 118 requires completion of a three credit course of study for all provisionally certified teachers.  The effective date was changed by legislative action to July 1, 2009.  According to PA 32, the additional three credit course is no longer needed for renewal of provisional certificates.  See section (4) at:

Teacher preparation institutions may offer this required, advanced reading course as part of the 18 credit hour planned program.  Online courses must also have appropriate field experiences.

CLARIFICATION:

This information is being provided as clarification to the required reading course for PA 32.

1. Since teacher preparation programs with approved endorsement programs have the latitude of substituting courses that map onto approved program courses in endorsement areas, the MDE wants to make clear that teacher preparation programs with an approved PA 32 may use their authority to consider substitution/waivers when candidates present other course work as meeting the PA 32 requirement.  If the elements of PA 32 are being met, then it is acceptable with the appropriate documentation to waive/substitute for the institution’s approved PA 32 course.  However, we caution the institutions to keep appropriate records of all waiver/substitutions in case of future audits.

2. Teacher preparation institutions may also submit the appropriate course work of the Reading Specialist endorsement program for review by the MDE in relationship to the requirements of PA 32 and have that course of study become approved and listed on the MDE’s approved course list.  Some institutions have used multiple courses as a course of study or additional endorsements as a submission for the PA 32 approval.   
3. Candidates must be informed that more than one course is needed to meet the PA 32 requirement if the institution is using a course of study with multiple courses.  All courses identified in the course of study used for PA 32 must be completed before a candidate is recommended for a professional certificate.
Performance Evaluations for Teachers, Principals and Superintendents

OPPS staff invited experts to serve on steering committees to develop performance descriptors and observation protocols for use as evaluation tools to support the newest legislation regarding effective teachers and administrators (see: PA 205 of 2009, section 1249).  The performance descriptors and observation protocols will be built in alignment with the PSMT and the preparation standards for School Principals and Central Office Administrators.  Nominations are being accepted for individuals from teacher preparation institutions, K-12 districts, intermediate school districts and professional organizations who have an interest in serving on the evaluation tools development committees.  If you know of individuals who are interested in working on these projects, please provide Dr. Bonnie Rockafellow, at rockafellowb@mi.gov, with names and contact information.  The development of these tools is on a fast track with hopes of having some of the tools available for piloting in the fall of 2010.  

Teacher Quality Grants

Applications for the Title II A (3) Improving Teacher Quality Competitive Grants Programs submitted by institutions in the fall have been reviewed.  Funding recommendations have been prepared and submitted for signatures.  A second round has been announced on the MDE website:

In both rounds, successful applicants are funded to address one of four categories: 

· Partnerships for Professional Learning Opportunities in English Language Arts, Mathematics, Science and Social Studies.
· Partnerships for Professional Learning Opportunities that Result in Highly Qualified Status or Endorsement for Special Education Teachers Assigned to Grades 6-12.
· Partnerships for Professional Development to Increase the Skills of Elementary and Middle School Mathematics Teachers.
· Partnerships for Professional Development in Writing Instruction.
The deadline has been extended to Friday, April 16, 2010, when applications will have to be submitted through the Michigan Electronic Grants System (MEGS).

Principal Preparation Program Applications

Applications for review of Principal Preparation Programs have been received and a review schedule is being established.  The next deadline for submitting applications will be in June 2010.

Central Office Administrator Standards/Applications

Applications for review of Central Office Administrator Preparation Programs have been received and a review schedule is being established.  The next deadline for submitting applications will be in June 2010.

Michigan Test for Teacher Certification (MTTC)

ALERT: Institutions are reminded not to accept MTTC score reports delivered by test takers.  If a test taker is not on a score report roster received through secure electronic delivery or direct mail from Evaluation Systems group of Pearson (Evaluation Systems), then the test taker must be told to ask Evaluation Systems to send an official score directly to the institution.

The additional score report costs $15 per test administration date.  A score report costs $15 for two or more tests taken on the same date.  Score reports for two or more tests taken on different dates are billed at $15 per date.

Institutions that choose to accept a score report directly from a test taker are solely responsible for validating the score report against official reports received from Evaluation Systems.  Institutions must be ready to provide verification of its validation of a score report used for certificate or endorsement recommendation. 

When the MDE or an institution discovers that a teaching certificate was issued on the basis of an invalid or fraudulent score report, the MDE’s policy is for the institution to inform the MDE, in writing, that the institution is withdrawing the recommendation.  As a result of the retraction of a recommendation, the MDE will nullify a teaching certificate.

A new five-year contract with Evaluation Systems began October 1, 2009.  MTTC test takers will experience additional security verification and increased access to tests and study materials.  Beginning with the October 17, 2009 test administration, all test takers will provide their thumbprint prior to testing.  This thumbprint is only for MTTC purposes.  The thumbprint will not be shared with institutions or organizations. 


As a result of the new MTTC contract, test takers will have a fifth opportunity for testing each academic year.  The additional opportunity will occur during November and will provide test takers with two testing dates before the beginning of the second semester. 

The new MTTC contract also provides for computer-based testing (CBT) and full-length sample tests.  These enhancements will be phased in, beginning with high-use (so called high-incident) test fields.  The plan is to start with two test fields during the last four years of the contract.  As of the October 2010 test administration Evaluation Systems will begin to implement computer-based testing and full-length sample tests (accessible online) for the elementary education test and the basic skills test; paper-based tests will continue to be offered.  Computer-based MTTC will be provided at Pearson VUE testing locations across Michigan.  Computer-based testing will be available during months when paper-pencil tests are not offered.  Further updates will be provided as they become available. 

The following details about MTTC CBT are emerging:

· CBT are planned for implementation in basic skills and elementary education during months that pencil-based testing (PBT) is not offered: beginning December 2010, then February, March, May, June, August, and 

September 2011
· CBT will be offered during a one week period during cited months; specific week is not yet identified
· CBT test takers may retest, if needed, after 90 days
· CBT test registrants may cancel and withdraw test registration up to 24 hours before scheduled testing for full refund; no refund will be provided for registrant who withdraws within 24 hours before scheduled test or who fails to show up for scheduled test
· CBT test takers will receive printout of unofficial test results at conclusion of CBT testing; the printout will not indicate performance status, i.e., “passed”, “not passed”.  Official score report will follow upon release of scores on published score reporting date.  An unofficial score report may be obtained in the manner currently possible for PBT.
· CBT will be available for Michigan test registrants at in-state and out-of-state Pearson VUE testing sites.
· Currently seven areas in Michigan are identified: Ann Arbor, Grand Rapids, Southfield/Detroit, Troy/Detroit, Lansing, Marquette, and northern lower Michigan at a location yet to be determined.
· Sites outside of Michigan include Chicago, IL; Fort Wayne, IN; Merrillville, IN; Maumee (Toledo), OH; and Hermantown (Duluth), MN
· CBT registration is $130 and registration may be completed up to 24 hours before desired test date.  There will be no “late” or “emergency” registration period.  After first basic skills test (BST) registration, if needed, test taker may register for one BST subtest with $75 registration fee or for two BST subtests for $110 registration fee.
· TPIs will receive “alpha” roster and by “Institution by test” roster delivered in manner like that used for PBT reporting, i.e., secure delivery on or shortly after published score report date.
· The process and time line for verifying eligible CBT registrants is still under discussion by Evaluation Systems and the MDE.


Institutions are reminded of the announcement in the 2009 MTTC test registration materials that beginning October 2009 there is one bilingual education MTTC.  Previously the differently titled bilingual education tests contained the same test items; the tests differed only in title.  Test takers who ask should be told to register for the single available test.  Institutions should recommend bilingual education candidates for the specific bilingual education endorsement for which a candidate qualifies, based on the candidate’s language proficiency, in the manner with which an institution is familiar.  For Title II reporting purposes, Evaluation Systems will align the bilingual education test to the particular bilingual education completers from an institution.

 
In an initiative unrelated to the MTTC, Evaluation Systems is developing a National Examination Series (NES) of teacher certification tests.  The NES is based on national subject-area standards.  ES will be seeking Michigan participation in field-testing NES computer-based tests and might contact MTTC teacher preparation institution contacts for assistance in identifying teacher candidates to take the NES computer-based tests.  Please remind your teacher candidates who become involved that the field tests are not tests part of the MTTC program.

Evaluation Systems and the MDE continue to develop a new elementary education MTTC assessment based on the new Elementary Certification standards.  Contact Steve or Bonnie if you wish to nominate yourself or others to participate in the process.  October 2013 is projected for the first operational use of the new assessment. 
Occasionally teacher preparation institutions contact the MDE with requests to remove MTTC test fields from official annual or 3-year summary reports received from the MDE.  Such requests usually occur because a particular subject area endorsement, represented by a test field, is no longer offered, or never was offered at an institution.

The process for removing test fields from official MDE reports begins with the verification roster institutions receive from the testing contractor three days before the date of scheduled MTTC test administration.  If an institution observes that the verification roster contains test takers scheduled for tests in endorsement areas not available at the institution, those test takers may then be designated on the verification roster as “not eligible”.  “Not eligible” test takers will be removed from an institutions official MTTC record for that date.  MTTC test results for only test takers not identified by an institution as “not eligible” will become part of the official MTTC record. 

   REMINDERS:  

· Institutions must return verification rosters with identified “not eligible” test takers to the testing contractor within 7 days following the date of the test administration.

· MTTC passing percentages reported in the cumulative percentage passing column are a record of the “best attempt” recorded for a test taker during the reporting interval.  The cumulative percentage passing does not represent a numerical accumulation of the number of times that a test taker has taken a particular test.  Consequently, institutions that keep their own records based on adding up the number of times a test taker takes a test before eventually passing the test will likely observe that the MDE’s official cumulative percentage passing values are higher than an institutions own in-house record.
Professional Development Strategic Plan

Michigan's Strategic Plan includes the introduction of a model Individual Professional Development Plan (IPDP). 

The field test of an online IPDP is being conducted in 2009-2010.  Training sessions with participating school districts were conducted this fall.  Field test participants are expected to complete the IPDP and provide feedback via surveys four times before June, 2010.  Telephone interview questions are being drafted to use with a sample of participants to gather additional feedback.  The results will be used to improve the IPDP.  The improved tool will be made available to institutions to consider implementing in their teacher preparation programs, particularly as candidates prepare for their student teaching assignments.  

National Accreditation

All Michigan teacher preparation institutions have made selections of accrediting body and have shown that they are in good standing.  Institutions are reminded to contact Dr. Catherine Smith BEFORE scheduling an accreditation visit/audit.  As MDE staff must participate, it is essential to coordinate schedules.

Institutions selecting NCATE accreditation must complete a "SPA-like" form for all programs which do not have a SPA.  Please refer to the letter dated June 2, 2009 from Dr. Flora Jenkins regarding this subject for more details. 

Endorsement areas that have new state standards may be exempted from submission to the SPA since sufficient data is not available.  However, the institution is encouraged to complete an abbreviated SPA-like report of data for the old program.  This report indicates to the BOE team that the institution has a complete assessment system in place for all endorsement areas.

Institution Performance Scores
Institutions should receive their individual 2008-09 performance scores from Dana Utterback via e-mail by April 16.  Once your institution receives your score you have until April 30, 2010 to appeal the score in writing.  If an institution appeals, the appeal then goes to the Professional Standards Commission for Teachers (PSCT) May 20, 2010 meeting for review. 
Accountability

The SBE approved a corrective action plan for institutions classified as at-risk or low-performing September 9, 2009.  Information on the corrective action plan and self-assessment has been shared with affected institutions and will be generally available shortly.

State School Aid Act

Within the most recent State School Aid Act, changes were made to define what must be provided as professional development (PD), if school districts are using the Section 101 provision for counting PD hours in lieu of instruction.  The following is an excerpt of a letter from the MDE regarding this new requirement.

Districts will not be able to count any professional development hours in lieu of instruction for the 2010-2011 school year unless at least 5 of the hours are provided online.  All other requirements of Section 101 related to professional development, including that the professional development meets at least one of the criteria below, must also be met in order for the time to be counted in lieu of instruction.

(a) Achieving or improving adequate yearly progress as defined under the No Child Left Behind Act of 2001, Public Law 107-110.

(b) Achieving accreditation or improving a school’s accreditation status under Section 1280 of the Revised School Code, MCL 380.1280.

(c) Achieving highly qualified teacher status as defined under the No Child Left Behind Act of 2001, Public Law 107-110.

(d) Maintaining teacher certification.

Also, the law stipulates that to be counted the online professional development must originate from the Michigan Virtual University or another Department-approved intermediate school district (ISD).  All ISD’s are currently approved by the Department to provide this professional development.  Guidelines related to the online professional development will be sent under a separate cover.

Professional Development Resources

NCATE/SPA Information as of November 9, 2007
The decisions that have been reached may give all Michigan NCATE institutions some options that will ease the transition to SPA review.
1.
Performance data from ALL specialty programs (including those reviewed by the state, but excluding new programs) will feed into NCATE Standard 1.  At a minimum, that data will include MTTC scores and field experience assessments.  This does NOT have to be the same data required for SPA review (5 assessments). *
2.
As they become available, the state will provide matrices that show the alignment of MTTC test objectives with the various SPA standards.  NCATE has agreed to complete draft alignment documents for review by Michigan institutions and the various SPAs.  The goal is to have the alignment matrices “pre-approved” for use by each institution submitting SPA reports so that institutions won’t have to re-create those with each submission.
3. Based on the agreement reached institutions may select to delay until their next BOE visit (7 years hence) SPA submission of programs that received full state approval after certain dates as shown in the table below.

For all program areas where the state is developing new standards, submission to SPAs can be delayed until the next scheduled BOE visit following full state approval of the programs against the new state standards.  Similar timing for programs fully approved in the three-year period prior to scheduled BOE visits (as represented in the table above) will apply to programs responding to new state standards.  Consequently, at this time, submission of elementary, early childhood education, social studies, economics, geography, history, political science, educational technology, industrial technology, and technology education programs to SPAs for review would be optional until after they have been fully approved by the state against new program standards.
Note that State data reporting requirements for specialty program review are still in discussion by the Professional Standards Commission for Teachers and additional data sets may be required in the future.  After plans for reporting outcome data that the State can post for all specialty programs are finalized, the State Partnership Agreement with NCATE and TEAC will be modified, as needed.
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
