MACTE- No report

Michigan Independent TPIs- Laura Pardo Hope College. Independent TPIs have drafted a white peeper on TPI scores and weighting.  Also drafted and set report to Gov. Snyder about teacher education.  Legislators, Board Members and MDE OPP invited to meetings.


Michigan Public TPIs - Donna Feiblekorn - discussed MACTE issues, MEA contact and John VanWagonerof MDE who also met with the group.

COATT- Ruben Rubio- next meeting is April 27 at Lansing- Spring Arbor.  Will be discussing Governor Snyder’s “Reform Package” in education.  Also discussing NP endorsement as a requirement for teaching computer related courses in K-12 schools.  New members/attendees are always welcome.  COATT typically consists of grad/undergrad faculty interested in high quality and highly effective practices in teacher preparations.

MDE Update- Krista Ried

· Teaching in Tiawan Program is still active

· MOECs has been live for one year and is doing well. Teachers now receive electronic certificates to print, these need to be signed, NOTORIZED, and recorded with the employer to be valid.

· Will TPI’s need hard copy.  Answer is NO.  TPIs have access to MOECS

· New certificates have several ways to identify teacher (global/st. #/4 digits of SSN)

· A user survey (6 questions) is being distributed to explore effectiveness of the system.

· Legislative update- tenure moves from 4 to 5 years now. Gov. Council is working on rules.

· Admin Rules- admin certificate- will take several weeks

· Admin Rules on teacher certification - to be available in March

· Questions were raised about what the Education Alliance is, and what is the composition of the group - Krista stated she would check and report back.

MDE Update- Thomn Bell

· COATT- Is connected with MDE, so institutions should participate

· ZA to ZS questions.  Thomn asks institutions to review their own current program and if questions, call him

· For test 32 (test number) there will be a new test in October 2012 - test # stays same 

· MDE has heard concerns about initial review process.  New measures are outlined in report.  New process mirrors accreditation present time.  More information will be available in April and technical assistance will be provided in the fall.

· Hope College is hosting a TEAC writing conference in April to also talk about unity and inquiry in the accreditation process.  All institutions will eventually transition to CAEP.

· Madeline Kulka – Sending a zoomerang survey about TPI’s planned participation; Dr. Diane Rigden (TEAC) to present about CAEP/NCATE/TEAC connections)

· Thomn Bell- MDE is trying to ensure all teachers can implement meeting the Common Core standards.  There will be a survey on this in the near future.  Please be sure to participate in the survey.  MDE is not yet working with Michigan Association for Reading Professionals (MARP), but will make contact

· Steve Stegink - new surveys for Counselor content evaluation to be sent in near future for evaluation.  Packets will be sent online and responses will also be online.

· New Language Arts standards are being developed by MDE for draft/feedback in February.  Committees will be reviewing in March/April and then to State Board in Sept.  Field review will occur in fall, and final revisions late in fall 2012.  Costs will be similar for social studies “packing” of programs.  Science will then follow in 2013.  All will address the common core.

Job-Alike Reports

Deans and Directors

· Group focused on discovering more about what the Education Alliance.  If it represents all stake holders, why aren’t TPI’s readily representing a broader scope on committees and why aren’t TPI’s consulted more?
· Given recent legislation directed to teacher evaluation and certification, these are nebulous times. The date, Sept. 1, 2013 is firm, but process and rules are not clear.

· Wayne County TPI representatives met with a large suburban school district’s principals recently, who report classroom management is still the #1 issue for teachers and administrators.  

Student Teaching Directors 

· Discussed the dilemmas of new teachers and changes in tenure.  Given higher stakes on MEAP results it is becoming much more difficult to place student teachers.  Group also discussed the difficulty of tracking students after graduation and challenge for accreditation.

Teacher Certification Officers group

· Discussed process for sending court documents to MDE.  Also discussed expurgement and verdicts set aside with respect to certification.  Also, discussed the process for students who do not answer correctly/truthfully on MOECS system.

Afternoon

Office of Professional Preparation Staff - Q & A

· ZA- what is final date to be certified if this is 5 yrs. from last test?  Since ZA ends in 2012, use Nov. 2013 as last certification date.

· Can Korean students qualify for MI certification?  Yes, they can be certified in Michigan.

· Students who graduate in 2014, can take the existing Elementary Education test or can take the new test (is advisable)

· Comments were made to suggest MDE discourage MTTC from offering financial incentives for testers to take both parts of the new Elementary Education test (83A and 83B) in the same day. MTTC 103/ MTTC 104 will appear as validated.  MOECS will be able to recognize the testing options and provide validation of completion/passing.

· If a student passes only one part, they only need to repeat the part they did not pass.

Questions-

· Is June 2014 the first time a person could move to the next level of the new certificates?

· A test is valid for 5 years (example test #83)

· Is date of implementing the 3-tier certificate, Sept. 1, 2013?  The Gov. Teacher Effectiveness Council will need to act?
· Comments were made about the tenuous positions for TPIs  - potentially misrepresenting the scope of the higher certification levels that are available through their available programs.

· Additional comments were made about concerns about liability issues for TPIs offering programs without clear administrative rules.

· How is non-employment to be verified for recertification? No response was provided

· Once students have been certified, how do graduates get recertification information? Information goes to schools Supts. And Intermediate districts

· With the new legislation apparently removing requirement of advanced coursework for advancement to higher cert level and instead gaining this with school provided professional development (SBE CEUs), will MDE be providing objectives, outcomes, or standards for professional development? No information at this time.

· Will the recertification changes shift costs from students to school districts? No information available.  School districts are already expected to provide a number of days of professional development.

· A number of students return for endorsements in particular Reading and Special Education, will the opportunity for new endorsement be through college-level coursework? Yes  - that will not change.

· Will teacher leadership programming be able to lead to advanced certification? Yes it will be discussed.

· When answers do become available for recertification, how will the information be communicated to practicing teachers? No information was provided.

· How will professional certification be renewed? No information was provided.

· National Board Competencies are very prescriptive. For districts there are multiple roles for teacher educators.  Will there be allowances for teachers who are better mentors, better curriculum developers, etc.?

· Does any information exist about how MDE will post Supts. Statement on teacher evaluation and recertification?
· Will “failing school district” be expected for highly effective rating system? No information provided.
