The 2023-2024 legislative session has ended and any bills introduced in 2023-2024 that 
were not passed will need to be re-introduced in 2025.

2025-2026 Legislative Session 

State Budget Director Jen Flood is scheduled to present the governor’s budget proposal 
to lawmakers Wednesday, February 5, 2025. The Executive Recommendation is the first 
look at the Fiscal Year 2026 budget. Following, the House and Senate will begin to draft 

their versions in anticipation of negotiations later in the spring.
